Out of all the victims of occupational accidents 
investigated by NLI 1,942 injured workers (59% of the 
total number) had been employed for less than 
a year in a given workplace. 

Particularly alarming is the fact that 363 of those workers
had been on the job for no longer than 7 days (95 of 
them died as a result, and 146 suffered severe injuries).

ISSUE

In 2008 as compared with 2007, there was a 12% rise
in the number of injured construction workers (from 
8,895 to 9,937 persons). 
The number of fatalities rose by 32 persons (from 90 to 
122, i.e. by 35,6%).
2008 was a record year with regard to the number of 
construction investments and economic prosperity. 
It was also the year when the falling tendency in the 
number of work-related accidents was reversed.

In 2009 National Labour  Inspectorate began  implementing a 3‐year 
campaign  „Work  safety  in  construction  – falls  and  slips” in 
cooperation with the Social Insurance Institution.

The  campaign  is  inspired  by  the  European  OSH  Strategy  for  the 
period 2007‐2012.  It  is also  included  in  the draft National Strategy 
for Occupational Safety and Health.

The  main  objective  of  the  campaign  is  to  raise  awareness  of 
occupational hazards in construction, in particular, the ones related 
with work at heights, as well as  the  consequences of  accidents  in 
that sector. The campaign promotes the use of collective protective 
equipment – work platforms, safety nets, as well as appropriate use 
of   personal protective equipment, whenever  the use of  collective 
protection is impossible.

• The target group for prevention and 
communication activities of the campaign are 
all stakeholders in the construction process –
investors, designers, employers, site 
managers, foremen, and regular workers. But 
the main media message in the first year of 
the campaign was addressed to construction 
workers who perform work at heights.  



• Communication activities were carried out on an unknown scale –
based on a communication strategy taking account of public 
opinion. 25 thousand employers were forwarded with information 
about inspection and prevention actions undertaken by the 
Inspectorate along with an invitation to enrol at the programme of 
prevention aimed at improving occupational safety during 
construction work.

• Owing to the dispatched information nearly 18,000 employers 
visited the campaign’s website www.bezupadku.pl while 9,000 
downloaded a checklist for small construction companies. 
Communication campaign addressed to employees was based on 
TV and radio broadcasts as well as advertisements on billboards 
and in the Internet.

• National Labour Inspectorate financed the production of a 30‐
second TV broadcast for the needs of the campaign.

The TV spot was aired in 2009 in two periods : one 
from 22 June to 15 July and the other (financed by 
the Social Insurance Institution) from 1 November 
to 20 December.  Altogether, the spot was 
broadcast 662 times on 8 TV channels. 
According to an opinion poll taken shortly after 
the media campaign, 40% of construction workers 
declared they had watched the spot. The most 
notable change took place in the declared general 
attitude to work at heights. 42% respondents 
declared that they took more caution when 
working at heights.

Large construction investments were covered with 
permanent supervision of the National Labour 
Inspectorate. Out of the total number of 671 
investments reported to the NLI 294 were covered 
with immediate supervision and monitoring by 
labour inspectors. Supervision of investments starts
with a meeting of a labour inspector with 
representatives of the investor, general contractor 
and subcontractors.

Companies and private persons who, encouraged by information in the mass 
media, decided to enter into cooperation with the Inspectorate, could visit the 
website: www.bezupadku.pl in order to enrol for the programme of prevention, 
training events or download full versions of NLI’s publications, the dedicated 
checklist etc.

The main focus of the programme of prevention „Safe construction site” were 
small construction companies. Its consecutive phases included: training, 
preliminary evaluation of OSH conditions on the construction site, 
implementation of remedial actions by an employer in close cooperation with a 
labour inspector, and a workplace inspection aimed at assessing the results of 
undertaken actions. In 2009 in the whole Poland, 707 employers attended 
training events organized within the programme of prevention and 505 
participants filed a written application to enrol for the programme. Out of that 
number, 244 employers completed the programme with a positive evaluation 
of a labour inspector.
